· Introduce the book including the title of the book and the author.

· Have you read other books by this author? Would you again?

· Did you like the book right away, or did it take a while to get into?

· How could you relate to the book?

___________ (10 possible points) Summary- second paragraph

· Write a short summary about the book including characters and problem/solution.

____________ (10 possible points) Conclusion-third paragraph

· The conclusion summarizes your feelings about the book. 
· What did you like/dislike? 

· Would you recommend this book to a friend?   If so, who and why?

· Which characters did you like the best?  Why?

· Rate the book from extremely good to not so great (it’s your opinion so be honest).  Use a rating scale such as 8/10 or ((/((( and explain why you rated the book this way.
